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How do we use cookies?

Cookies are small text files (typically made up of letters and numbers) placed in the memory of your browser or device
when you visit a website or view a message. Cookies allow a website to recognize a particular device or browser.
There are several types of cookies:

e Session cookies expire at the end of your browser session and allow us to link your actions during that
particular browser session.

e Persistent cookies are stored on your device in between browser sessions, allowing us to remember your
preferences or actions across multiple sites.

e First-party cookies are set by the site you are visiting.

e Third-party cookies are set by a third party site separate from the site you are visiting.

Your choice and our use of cookies

Cookies can be disabled or removed by tools that are available in most commercial browsers. The preferences for
each browser you use will need to be set separately and different browsers offer different functionality and options.

We offer certain site features, services, applications, and tools that are available only through the use of these
cookies. You're always free to block, delete, or disable these technologies if your browser, installed application, or
device so permits.
